Our Ultimate Goal  is to treat everyone  
as if they were Jesus Christ himself.  How would 

we act differently if the guest in our worship ser-
vice really was Jesus in disguise?  How would we 
feel if we ignored him and only visited with those 
we know well?  Jesus actually had quite a bit to 
say about that. 

One of the marks of a dynamic congregation is 
how they invite and prepare to welcome guests.  

They share a commitment to grow numerically by 
helping “guests” feel like they have just been wel-
comed into their home.  It is not something they 

leave to the spur of the moment.  True hospitality 
requires the Four-“P‟s”: “antici-Pation”, Planning, 
Preparation, and Performance.  We have a won-

derful heritage as a friendly, dynamic Church in 
many ways.  Let‟s practice consistency and crea-
tivity in showing Radical Hospitality as one of the 
dynamic ways we reflect Christ here at Lorena 
UMC.
